The stone residence sits at the prominent intersection of Great Eastern Highway and Stoneville Road in the town centre of Mundaring.  The materials, character and style of the house relate strongly to the adjacent Great Eastern Highway houses of 'Belair' and 'Temuka' dating from the early part of the century.  It contributes significantly to the streetscape both in its own right and as part of the adjoining properties. 


History of Place / Site:  George Ingram, son of Edward lived here, after moving from Mahogany Creek (Site 158).  He operated his blacksmith business from this site and was a member of the Mundaring Lodge (Site 46).  The house now operates as a child care premises.
