History of Place / Site: ‘In the mid 1930s, this granite building was built to replace a timber and iron one destroyed by fire.  Butcher George Bingham, who had lost an arm in a brickworks accident in Armadale, occupied the shop for a short time before it remained vacant for some years.  There appears to have been an even earlier butcher’s shop, west of Pittersen’s store (Site 117).  It was a small weatherboard and iron roofed building used by the Stumps family when they ran the business as a chaff and grain store.  Visible under the paint on the door was the word Butcher’.
